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The Brevard County Health Department will not have a H1N1 Swine Flu vaccination clinic on Saturday, November 14, 2009.

The next scheduled H1N1 Swine Flu vaccination clinic will be held on Saturday, November 21, 2009 from 9:00 AM to 2:00 PM.   There will be no cost for the H1N1 Swine Flu vaccination and no appointment is needed.  At this time, we have limited vaccine available.  We are receiving additional vaccine and will schedule more clinics.  The clinics will be held at each of the three health department clinic locations throughout Brevard County:

Vaccinations will be provided only to the risk groups mentioned below.

· Pregnant women

· Caregivers of infants, birth to 6 months (parents, siblings and daycare workers)

· Healthcare workers who provide direct patient services

· Children and young adults 6 months through 24 years

· Persons 25 to 64 years who have medical conditions that put them at higher risk for influenza-related complications

“We ask those who are not in any of the high risk categories to wait and please be patient.  We will be holding Saturday H1N1 Swine Flu clinics within the coming weeks and will inform you of the dates” said Dr. Heidar Heshmati, director of Brevard County Health Department.
